Air Traffic Controllers Act of 2011

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. (A) The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) will require that each air

3 traffic control tower be staffed by at least two controllers at all times.

4 (B) Air traffic controllers must be allotted at least ten hours between the

5 end of one work shift and the start of another.

6 (C) The Federal Aviation Administration will raise its mandatory

7 retirement age to 62.

8 SECTION 2. An additional $50 million will be allocated to the Federal Aviation

9 Administration to enhance air traffic controller recruitment and training.

10 This funding will expire on January 1, 2016.

11 SECTION 3. Funding will be gathered through a $.05 “Air Traffic Safety” tax on each

12 airline ticket sold in the United States.

13 SECTION 4. The Federal Aviation Administration will be responsible for enforcement,

14 with oversight from the Department of Labor.

15 SECTION 5. Any laws in conflict with this bill are declared null and void.

Hydraulic Fracturing Act of 2011

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. Safe Water Drinking Act (SWDA) exemptions for hydraulic fracturing are

3 hereby repealed.

4 SECTION 2. Companies utilizing hydraulic fracturing will be required to disclose all

5 chemicals used in the process.

6 SECTION 3. Hydraulic fracturing safety oversight will be delegated to the

7 Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

8 SECTION 4. This legislation will be effective immediately upon passage.

9 SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this act will be declared null and void.

Nuclear Power Safety Act

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. All nuclear power plant sites in the United States will be fitted with

3 filtered ventilation systems designed to contain gases emitted from

4 overheated nuclear fuel.

5 SECTION 2. The above requirement must be fulfilled for all buildings operating as part

6 of nuclear power plants, including any buildings on the plant’s property.

7 Nuclear plant operators are responsible for ventilation system costs.

8 SECTION 3. The Nuclear Regulatory Commission is responsible for enforcement of

9 this act.

10 SECTION 4. This legislation will take effect immediately. Nuclear sites must be in

11 compliance by January 1, 2013.

12 SECTION 5. Any laws in conflict with this bill are hereby declared null and void.
A Bill To Mandate Regulation of Intelligence Sensitive

Electronic Wastes

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. Every cabinet, congressional district, embassy, executive department, federal

3 agency, federally contracted company, state or commonwealth, and territory shall

4 properly dispose of intelligence sensitive electronic waste through a Secured

5 Electronic Waste Recycling Program (SEWRP).

6 SECTION 2. The term ‘Intelligence Sensitive Electronic’ Waste (ISEW) is defined as any

7 piece of electronic equipment containing classified, sensitive data:

8 (1) United States government transactions;

9 (2)

United States government research programs and technologies;

10 (3)

diplomatic, military, and paramilitary records, and

11 (4)

intelligence reports.

12 SECTION 3. The term ‘Secured Electronic Waste Recycling Program’ (SEWRP) shall be

13 defined as any organization which:

14 (1) properly disposes United States Intelligence Sensitive Electronic

15 Wastes (ISEW) in a secured, undisclosed location;

16 (2) properly recycles Intelligence Sensitive Electronic Wastes through

17 ecologically safe methods as defined in the HR 1580 IH (Electronic

18 Waste

Research and Development Act), and

19 (3) shall not trade or give ISEW to other:

20 i. non-secured corporations, trusts, trade organizations, and

21 ii. foreign powers, sovereign nations, and the United Nations.

22 (A) Exceptions- such term will be void or compromised only when the United

23 States

Congress legislates future policies regarding or concerning with

24 transactions to the parties listed in S.3.3.

25 (B) The Secured Electronic Waste Recycling Program shall be funded by:

26 (1) a graduated, excise tax on electronic waste recycling profits, and

27 (2) violation fees (violation fees shall be defined in Section 4).

28 SECTION 4. To effectively punish violators, the Department of Homeland

Security and the

29 Congressional Oversight Committee on Intelligence shall:

30 (1) arraign violators under an ad hoc tribunal, and

31 (2) fine 10 million U.S.D. per violation to transgressors.

32 SECTION 5. This bill will take effect immediately after pass

Withholding Tax Relief Act of 2011

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The amendment made by section 511 of the Tax Increase Prevention and

3 Reconciliation Act of 2005 is repealed and the Internal Revenue Code of

4 1986 shall be applied as if such amendment had never been enacted.

5 SECTION 2. This legislation will go into effect immediately after passage.

6 SECTION 3. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Bill Eliminate Corporate Income Taxes

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The corporate income tax shall be abolished for domestic corporations.

3 SECTION 2. A. “Corporate income tax” shall be defined as taxes imposed on all

4 domestic corporations, but not those imposed on foreign corporations

5 having income or activity within federal jurisdiction.

6 B. “Domestic corporations” shall be defined as corporations which legally

7 declare their operations headquarters as within the United States.

8 SECTION 3. The Internal Revenue Service shall enforce this legislation.

9 SECTION 4. This law will take effect fiscal year 2012.

10 SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Resolution to Amend the Constitution to Protect the

Environment

1 WHEREAS, Current actions by the world warrant a comprehensive solution to the

2 environment; and

3 WHEREAS, Corporations often harm individuals freedoms by destroying the

4 environment; and

5 WHEREAS, Individuals ought have the right to a clean and safe environment; now,

6 therefore, be it

7 RESOLVED, By two-thirds of the Congress here assembled, that the following article is

8 proposed as an amendment to the Constitution of the United States, which

9 shall be valid to all intents and purposes as part of the Constitution when

10 ratified by the legislatures of three-fourths of the several states within

11 seven years from the date of its submission by the Congress:

12 ARTICLE --

13 SECTION 1: Every citizen shall have the right to a clean and safe

14 environment. Each citizen shall not be deprived of a safe

15 environment without due process of law.

16 SECTION 2: The Congress shall have power to enforce this article by appropriate

17 legislation.

A Resolution to Implement a Conditional Cash Transfer

Program

1 WHEREAS, the Brazilian Bolsa Familia program has proven successful in reducing

2 poverty and shrinking the rich-poor divide in one of the most inequitable

3 countries in the world; and

4 WHEREAS, the United States has one of the least equitable distributions of wealth

5 globally; and

6 WHEREAS, subgroups of the United States continue to lead a lifestyle typical of

7 developing countries; and

8 WHEREAS, Conditional Cash Transfers (CCTs) have shown potential for long- and

9 short-term poverty reduction, reduction in prison population, as well as

10 health and education improvements; now, therefore, be it

11 RESOLVED, By the Congress here assembled that the United States implement a CCT

12 program modeled after Bolsa Familia.

A Resolution to End Global Nuclear Proliferation

1 WHEREAS, the United States and other countries’ aging nuclear stockpiles pose a

2 threat to global security; and

3 WHEREAS, nuclear terrorism would be virtually impossible if terrorists had to

4 independently build a device; and

5 WHEREAS, the likelihood of a nuclear misfire becomes more likely as weapons

6 systems age; and

7 WHEREAS, a growing number of experts suggests the elimination of nuclear weapons;

8 now, therefore, be it

9 RESOLVED, By the Congress here assembled that the United States takes steps with

10 global nuclear powers to achieve complete elimination of nuclear weapons

11 and nuclear weapons-building capacity within ten years; and, be it

12 FURTHER RESOLVED, that the United States commits to unilateral elimination of its

13 own nuclear weapons and nuclear weapons-building capacity within ten

14 years.

A Bill to Ratify the Ottawa Land Mine Treaty

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and

3 Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction is hereby

4 ratified.

5 SECTION 2. The Department of Defense will be responsible for the implementation of

6 the provisions of the Treaty.

7 SECTION 4. This law will take effect immediately upon passage.

8 SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Bill to Fully Fund Road Construction in Afghanistan

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The United States shall allocate $300 million dollars to new road paving

3 projects in Afghanistan.

4 SECTION 2. New road paving projects shall include proposed or cancelled projects but

5 shall not include any existing projects that have exceeded their proposed

6 budget.

7 SECTION 3. USAID shall be responsible for the implementation of this legislation.

8 A. USAID shall submit a report to the House Committee on Foreign

9 Affairs and Senate Committee on Foreign Relations within the next

10 ninety (90) days prioritizing new projects and listing their estimated

11 costs.

12 B. Companies receiving funding for road paving under this bill shall be

13 required to hire at least seventy-five (75) percent of their unskilled

14 labor from within twenty (20) miles of the construction site.

15 SECTION 4. This legislation shall take effect upon passage.

16 SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.

A Bill to Reject the Basel-III Capital Accords

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The United States curtail all efforts to tailor its financial system to the

3 specifications agreed upon under the Bank for International Settlements’

4 Basel-III rules regarding financial capital.

5 SECTION 2. The Basel-III agreement is a revision of the Basel Accords for financial

6 regulation that requires enhanced capital buffers and a variety of other

7 regulatory changes.

8 SECTION 3. The United States Department of the Treasury will oversee the enactment

9 of this legislation.

10 SECTION 4. This legislation will be implemented upon passage.

11 SECTION 5. All laws or portions of laws in conflict with this legislation shall be

12 declared null and void.

A Bill to Legalize Insider Trading

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. Investors are hereby able to trade financial securities using non-public

3 information.

4 SECTION 2. The Securities and Exchange Commission defines illegal insider trading as

5 “buying or selling a security, in breach of a fiduciary duty or other

6 relationship of trust and confidence, while in possession of material,

7 nonpublic information about the security. Insider trading violations may

8 also include ‘tipping’ such information, securities trading by the person

9 ‘tipped,’ and securities trading by those who misappropriate such

10 information.”

11 SECTION 3. The United States Securities and Exchange Commission will be

12 responsible for implementing the change.

13 SECTION 4. This legislation will be implemented on October 1, 2011.

14 SECTION 5. All laws or portions of laws in conflict with this legislation shall be

15 declared null and void

A Bill to Disestablish Mandatory Minimum Sentences

and Emphasize Rehabilitation for Drug Offenders

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. A. Mandatory minimum sentences for federal drug offenses are hereby

3 abolished.

4 B. First-time non-violent drug offenders will be put in rehabilitation

5 centers instead of being incarcerated.

6 SECTION 2. Mandatory minimum sentences are federal regulations requiring all

7 offenders to be incarcerated for a minimum period of time.

8 SECTION 3. The Department of Justice will implement this legislation.

9 SECTION 4. This legislation will take effect on January 1, 2012.

10 SECTION 5. All laws or portions of laws in conflict with this legislation shall be

11 declared null and void.

Equity in Contracting Act of 2011

1 BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

2 SECTION 1. The Department of Defense and the Department of State will no longer be

3 allowed to enter into no-bid, or sole source contracts with any private

4 corporation, firm, or outside consulting agency.

5 A. In the event that the President of the United States declares a state of

6 emergency, or activates the War Powers Act of 1973, the Secretaries of

7 Defense and State may submit up to 10 no-bid contracts to the House

8 Committee on Government Oversight for review and approval within 72

9 hours.

10 B. All current sole source contracts from the Department and Department

11 of State will now have an effective termination of service date of 1

12 January 2012.

13 SECTION 2. Private Corporations, Firms, and outside consulting agencies shall be

14 defined as any corporation, person, or group of persons incorporated or

15 recognized by the Department of Commerce, or appropriate commerce

16 body of another nation as a business entity.

17 SECTION 3. The Department of Justice shall be granted specific enforcement powers to

18 investigate and pursue any allegations of no-bid contracts. The penalty

19 shall be defined as termination of the contract, a 50-year ban on all

20 government contracts with that specific entity, as well as the termination

21 of employment, imprisonment, and $500,000 dollar fine of the

22 government officer who approved the contract. Said offending department

23 will also be required to forfeit the amount of the contract from the next FY

24 budget.

25 SECTION 4. This legislation shall be enacted in the FY2012 budget.

26 SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation shall hereby be declared null and

27 void.
